The Refugee Experience

The first course in both training series is 
‘The Refugee Experience’ which is offered in 
Dandenong and Brunswick. This one-day course 
provides an overview of the refugee experience 
using the Foundation House framework for 
understanding the psychosocial impact of torture 
and trauma. This module is designed for both 
new and experienced workers and introduces 
some key frameworks that are the basis for 
further training modules with 
Foundation House.

Course for Counsellors

Suitable for people who are currently working 
with refugee survivors in a counselling capacity 
including psychologists, social workers, 
counsellors, domestic violence and drug & 
alcohol workers. This two-day course provides 
counsellors with additional skills for working 
with refugee survivors of torture and trauma.

Course for Incidental Counsellors

Suitable for people who are currently working 
with refugees in settlement, youth work, 
housing, employment, welfare, health, 
community services, or education.This two-day 
course provides an approach for working with 
refugee survivors of torture and trauma in a range 
of settings. Participants will gain skills and 
strategies for building relationships with refugee 
clients, and for handling difficult and distressing 
situations.

God centeredness is a core value of many of the 
people with whom Foundation House works. World 
views that give primacy to spiritual beliefs provide 
an important context for our therapeutic work. 
Spirituality is often inextricably linked to healing 
and recovery. The relationship between spirituality 
and human service practice is thus clearly 
important.
